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Goldwing Colours 
 

 Over the years Honda has painted their Goldwing's some beautiful colours, 
from the first Goldwing in 1975 in Candy Red and Candy Blue to the present day 
2013 Goldwing in Ultra Blue Metallic, Candy Red, Light Silver Metallic, and Grey Metallic. Every 
year in between has brought us a different array of colours to make Honda's flagship touring 
machine standout above all the rest. Honda's GL1000 during it's production run came in colours 
like Solid Yellow & Candy Brown and Candy Burgandy. In 1980 the GL1100 came out with 
colours like Metallic Blue Black and Wineberry Red, with later years Candy Regal Brown.  Starting 
in 1982 Honda added a third line of Goldwing to its ever-popular Standard & Interstate line, the 
Aspencade. 
Now with three models of Goldwings available the colours came as two tone. One  
colour first introduced in the GL1200 Goldwing was Pearl Blue, a colour many thought was a 
standout. Also available was ZMetallic Silver and Amethyst Silver. Then in 1988 the GL1500 
arrived with colours like Phantom Grey and Pearl White. Later GL1500's came with Metallic Teal 
and Pearl Dark Teal or even a Pearl Magenta. As always the standard Candy Red or Spectra Red 
and Basic Metallic Black was seen though out the previous models. Then in 2001 Honda 
introduced a sportbike on steroids, the GL1800 and as always Honda came out with even more 
amazing colours. Illusion Blue and Flare Red and even a Pearl Yellow could be found on the 
Goldwing. Colours with slight differences found their way onto the GL1800. Pearl Orange and 
Candy Orange and even Dark Orange could be seen riding the highways and byways of the world. 
Now not all colours where available in all countries, Europe had their own set of colours, so did 
the United States and Canada. Asia and Australia had colours the others could not get. Some 
countries had a colour that looked exactly like others but their names where different. 
A quick Google of Goldwing colours will give you an idea of what's been produced through the 
years with each model. Check it out. I'll end now by showing you a Goldwing that was not a 
factory colour available at anytime. It's a colour you will either love or hate. 
In 2008 at Honda Homecoming, Honda gave away a Goldwing painted a colour that you could 
only get on a VTX1800 in 2003 and on a VTX1300c in 2007. The 2003 colour was called Uranium 
Green and the later 2007 colour was called Pearl Bright Green. I love this colour and would love 
to own one, but you decide which camp you fall into.
